
 

ADMISSION SELECTIONS TO THE CA’ FOSCARI INTERNATIONAL COLLEGE A.Y. 
2018/19 
FIRST-YEAR GRADUATE STUDENTS 
MERIT RANKING 
The following admission ranking had been drawn up as a result of the grades of 
the admission selections for held on July 12th and July 13th, 2018 by the 
Admission Committee (nominated by the Rector’s Decree no. 620/2018 del 
09/07/2018, dated July 9th, 2018), based on article 5 p. 1 of the Call for 
Applications to the Ca’ Foscari International College a.y. 2018/19 for first-year 
masters’ students (approved by the Rector’s Decree no. 262/2018 of 
26/03/2018). 
The ranking will be attached to the Rector’s Decree assigning vouchers 
reductions – with total and partial covering of the College enrolment fees as 
stated by the Call for Applications. 
Candidates are ranked in five different groups, based on their results: 
- COLLEGE STUDENTS: College students who applied for the College second level 
programme; 
- ADMITTED: the candidate has passed the selection and is admitted to the 
College, according to, the Call for Applications for the a.y. 2018/19; 
- ADMITTED WITH PRIORITY: the two best ranked candidates who passed the 
pre-admission selection in April; 
- ELIGIBLE: the candidate has passed the selection but will be admitted to the 
College only if those admitted turn down their admission; 
- NOT ELIGIBLE: the candidate has not passed the selection. (The Admission 
Committee does not admit candidates who rank less than 21/30 in the 
interview.) 
According to the Call for Applications (art.5, p.9), the final marks are out of  
50/50 and correspond to the sum of the interview (out of 30), the motivational 
letter (out of 10) and further marks (up to 10) for the CV, other language 
certificates and other certificates considered coherent with the selection criteria 
and coherent with the social skills requested by the community life at the 
College. 
 
ADMITTED: based on article 5, point 13 of the Call for Applications, candidates 
admitted to Ca’ Foscari International College must confirm their acceptance of 
the admission and voucher by July 26st, 2018 at 12.00 pm (noon – Italian time). 
 
Please remember that, in order to acquire the status of student of the College, 
those admitted must enrol in a Master Degree programme at Ca’ Foscari 
University by September 5th, 2018, through the procedure that will be made 
known by e-mail. 
Those candidates who have not yet been admitted to a Ca’ Foscari degree are 
formally admitted to the College but need to confirm their enrolment in the 
degree programme to finalize their admission. 
 
ELIGIBLE: Please remember that Ca’ Foscari International College (based on art. 
5, point 15 of the Call for Applications mentioned above) will use this ranking for 
the assignment of further places and vouchers that may be available before the 
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beginning of the a.y. 2018/98, in case admitted candidates turn down their 
admission. 
As per art. 3.4 of the Call for Applications candidate Dal Soglio Silvia will be 
awarded the Fondazione di Venezia Award since she scored the highest mark in 
both the selections.
