Rosa Caroli informa che, non essendo stati attivati quest’anno i corsi di Introduzione alla Storia delle
relazioni internazionali e Introduzione alla lingua inglese presso la Summer School di Ateneo ai fini
dell’acquisizione dei crediti necessari a soddisfare i requisiti d’accesso del RIC, si ¢ reso necessatio
trovare una soluzione per 8+4 studenti che necessitavano di acquisire questi crediti ai fini
dell’iscrizione. D’intesa con le Segreterie studenti e con la Direttrice del Dipartimento di Studi
Linguistici e Culturali Comparati ¢ stata concessa a questi studenti la possibilita di iscriversi a corsi
singoli del I semestre e di iscriversi, in via straordinaria, subito dopo la sessione d’esami di gennaio.
Rosa Caroli ringrazia Antonio Trampus per il lavoro svolto al fine di individuare una soluzione per
favorire 'accesso degli studenti al RIC.

The Rector of Ca’ Foscari University of Venice (hereinafter abbreviated as “UCF”), Professor Michele Bugliesi, and the
Dean of Graduate School of Intercultural Studies, Kobe University (hereafter abbreviated as "KU"), Professor Ohtsuki
Kazuhiro agree to the following terms and conditions for governing the implementation of a Double-Degree Master’s

Programme between UCF and KU.

ARTICLE1. PURPOSE

The objective of this Agreement is to establish a Double-Degree Master’s Programme between the Laurea Magistrale
in Relazioni internazionali comparate (LM-52) or the Laurea Magistrale in Scienze del linguaggio (LM-39) of UCF and

the Master of Arts of KU, based on the principles of mutual equality and reciprocity of benefits.

ARTICLE 2.  DEFINITIONS

In this agreement, unless otherwise specified, ‘Double-Degree Master's Programme’ shall mean the programme in
which students will be awarded two master’s degrees; 'Double-Degree student’ shall mean students participating in
the programme implemented herein; ‘home university’ shall mean the university at which a student enrols
originally, and ‘host university’ shall mean the university which has agreed to receive students from the home
university. The equivalence of ‘credits’ in accordance with the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) and Japanese
credits is defined as follows. Credits obtained by KU students during two years at KU are considered equivalent to
the total number of ECTS of two year of the master’s programme at UCF. Credits obtained by UCF students during
two years at UCF are considered equivalent to the total number of Japanese credits of two years of the master’s

programme at UCF.
ARTICLE3. NATURE OF PROGRAMME

1. Each university will collaborate to ensure that the students are able to pursue two degrees.



Students who meet all the requirements of the designated programme of study in each university will be awarded

two master’s degrees: one from KU and another from UCF.
The academic degree awarded by KU will be Master of Arts.

The academic degree awarded by UCF will be either Laurea Magistrale in Relazioni Internazionali comparate LM-
52 (Master degree in International Relations) or the Laurea Magistrale in Scienze del linguaggio LM-39 (Master
degree in Language Sciences). Partners recognise the Master's degree as a full academic qualification rendering

the students eligible to pursue doctoral studies.

Each university may send a maximum of two (2) students each year. However, the universities will sincerely
collaborate to balance the number of students to be sent and accepted to and from both sides over a period of
three years. In this respect, changing the number of exchange students is subject to negotiation between the two

universities as necessary.

ARTICLE4. ACADEMIC CALENDAR

The commencement of the academic year at KU is in April; students may enrol in April.

The commencement of the academic year at UCF is in September; students enrol between July and September.

ARTICLES5. TUITION AND FEES

Each Double-Degree student shall pay tuition, examination and enrolment fees to his/her home university. Tuition

and other relevant fees shall therefore be waived at the host university.

Double-Degree students must cover the following costs themselves:
* Transportation to and from the host university

+ Textbooks, commaodities, and all other personal expenses

* Medical insurance

* Accommodation and other related fees

* Passport and visa costs

* All other debt incurred during the course of the year

Incoming students will have access to all facilities available to local students at the host university. KU students
will have access to intensive Italian language courses arranged by the University Language Centre (CLA) at UCF.

UCF students will have access to Japanese courses arranged by Kobe University Student Centre (KISC).

ARTICLE6. ENROLMENT

The home university will be responsible for screening and selecting students of good standing to participate in the
Double-Degree programme. A satisfactory knowledge of English (minimum level B2 of the European Common
Framework for Languages) will be a compulsory prerequisite for all students. A satisfactory knowledge of

Japanese is a requirement for Italian students willing to follow non-English taught courses at KU and a satisfactory



knowledge of Italian (level B2) is a requirement for Japanese students willing to follow non-English taught courses

at UCF.

2. For enrolment in the host university, each university will recommend candidates who will apply for the Double-

Degree programme, four (4) months prior to expected time of enrolment.

3. Each university will provide the other university with all necessary information required from students for

admissions by the host university.

ARTICLE7 STUDENTS

1. Incoming students will be treated as regular students and granted
normal access to the facilities of the host university. The International Relations Office supports the
incoming students by providing them with information on accommodation, scholarships, infrastructure,
language courses, and if applicable, visa requirements.

2. As regards insurance, students will follow the rules and regulation
valid at the Partner University where they are studying at any one time, and will make individual
agreements on insurance if necessary.

ARTICLES. CURRICULUM AND CREDITS REQUIREMENTS

1. In order to receive KU’s master degree, each student must attend the KU full-time for a minimum of one
academic year, must complete at least twenty Japanese credit units (20 JC) and must hand in a master thesis and
pass the thesis qualifying examination at the KU. The total number of credits for the two-year master’s degree at

KU is thirty Japanese credits (30 JC).

2. In order to receive the master degree at UCF, each student must attend UCF full-time for a minimum of one
academic year, must complete at least 60 ECTS credits and must pass the thesis qualifying examination at UCF.
Credits are detailed in the schemes attached to this agreement and include 36 ECTS of courses and 24 ECTS for
the final thesis for Relazioni internazionali comparate; 30 ECTS of courses and 30 ECTS for the final thesis for

Scienze del linguaggio.

3. Each university, in accordance with its own regulations, may recognise credits completed through courses at the

other party as part of the requirements for the granting of the Double Degree.

ARTICLES. EVALUATION AND QUALITY ASSURANCE

Students and staff of the participating universities will engage in ongoing review and evaluation. Other evaluation
and quality assurance procedures will be determined per the respective regulations governing the partner
institutions.

ARTICLE10. TERMINATION

1. This agreement will be effective for a period of three (3) years, commencing on the date of signing by both
universities (the date being that of the final signature). The period of validity will be extended by consent of both

parties in writing.



2. This agreement may be terminated, with twelve (12) months advance written notice to the other party, without

prejudice to the completion of ongoing Double-Degree programmes.

ARTICLE11. OTHER

This agreement is written only in English.

In case of difficulties on the interpretation or execution of this agreement, the parties shall attempt to resolve their
dispute amicably. Recourse to a jurisdiction will only as a last resort, after exhausting all other remedies. In this case,
the conflict shall be brought before the court having jurisdiction of the applicant.
